This 
archeological wonder is one of the most important prehistoric sites of the Aegean, and the very first settlement on Santorini. After a drive to the 
Red Sand Beach and Vlichada Beach with the white volcanic cliffs, your journey will continue to one of the finest wineries of Santorini, as an 
expert sommelier will showcase wine tasting and food pairing combinations. Finally, your visit will conclude with a visit to the village of Oia, 
where you will explore and enjoy unique photographic opportunities with exquisite cliffside views.
